Program Offers:
•	  Hands on introductory training in selected trade occupations aligned with labour market demand, 

including exposure to tools, equipment, and basic trade techniques
•	 Essential workforce and employability skills training
•	 Industry recognized safety certifications (e.g., CSTS, WHMIS, First Aid and CPR, Fall Protection, and 

other relevant safety training) 
•	 Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) and training material 
•	 Job Search and Placement Support 
•	 Direct connection to employers, networking and hiring events
•	 Ongoing follow-up support to help with job retention

•	 Convention Refugees
•	 Naturalized Canadian CitizensSelf-identify as one or more: Newcomer, 2SLGBTQI+, Indigenous, Black 

Canadian, Woman, Racialized person, Person with disabilities.
